1.  Greet

2.  Question

3.  Read


Can you please read these passages:  “For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.” Romans 3:23  “For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Jesus Christ our Lord.”  Romans 6:23”





4.  Explain


What does this mean to you?





5.  Question


Do you know Jesus has a plan for us to return to the Father?  “For if we confess with our mouth and believe in our heart that God raised him (Jesus Christ) from the dead, we shall be saved.”  Romans 10:9 


Would you like to begin a life with Christ?





6.  Pray/Confession


Father, I confess with my mouth and believe in my heart that you sent your only begotten son into the world to save me.  I believe He died and was raised on the third day just for me.  Lord, I confess I am a sinner and I need you to save me and come into my heart and be my Lord and Savior.  





7.  Instruct


Now that you are a new believer, it is important for you to go to a ministry that will help you grow and develop the relationship you have begun.
